First among the Cities

As Roman poets wrote, Rome was “first among cities” and they were right. Back in the 1st century of our era more than one million
people already lived in it.

Rome was famous for its marketplaces that sold goods from different countries of the world: fine olive oil from Greece, beautiful cotton
veils from Syria, rare spices from India and so on.



The centre of the city had about 500 fountains and thousands of statues that decorated its squares and streets to show the greatness of the
city.

But the most popular attraction of the city was the Coliseum. About 45,000 people packed into this arena could watch fantastic day-long
spectacles. Trained animals entertained the crowd, but for most people the greatest attraction was the gladiators or trained fighters.

The gladiators battled animals and one another to the death. Usually gladiators were the slaves but some young Roman men and a few
women chose to become gladiators.

After the gladiator fights ended, the wealthy Romans returned to their palaces and enjoyed feasts with exotic food like boiled ostrich
with sweet sauce. But most of the Romans returned to their tiny rooms in poor apartments. They rarely ate meat. Bread was their usual
daily diet.
